Staff are starting to prepare new class lists for next 

year. ALL the classes will be mixed up. We try to put 

children with a friend and split up those who don’t 

work well together. This is a complex task as classes 

also need to remain balanced with even numbers of 

girls and boys of different abilities.  Staff ask the 

children to name a couple of friends that they try to put 

them with BUT IT IS NOT POSSIBLE TO GUARANTEE 

THAT YOUR CHILD WILL BE WITH THEIR FRIENDS. 

We realise this can be an anxious time, usually more so 

for parents than children! We find the children are 

actually very adaptable and make new friends quickly in 

September so please don’t worry.  

Nb by the time children get to Y3 or above, it may not

Open Day 6th July- the school invites current 
parents and carers to look round both sites.

Pupils in Key Stage 2 will need to stay in 
class (as Key Stage 2 learning is more structured 
and less fluid than learning in Key Stage 1). 

 

The school will be open for 10 minutes after 
school to see your child’s classroom for 
September but please note that teachers will 
have staff meeting at 3.35pm.

Holidays in term time. It is very 
unlikely holidays will be authorised as 
circumstances have to be really 
exceptional. However, it is still 
important that applications are made 

so there is a record in school. AS A GUIDELINE 
PARENTS SHOULD ASSUME APPLICATIONS FOR LEAVE 
OF ABSENCE FOR A HOLIDAY WILL NOT BE 
AUTHORISED AND YOU ARE LIKELY TO BE FINED FOR 
ANY UNAUTHORISED ABSENCE OVER 4 DAYS (8 
SESSIONS).  
Fines start at £60 per child, per responsible adult. For 
example, if you have 2 children in school and there 
are mum and dad sharing responsibility for the 
children then you will be fined £240. Fines rise if they 
are not paid on time. Please fill in a leave of absence 
form in advance of taking your children out. Note, you 
can still be fined if you take an unauthorised holiday 
but don’t fill out a form.
