KS1 SATs - Y2 are undertaking statutory assessments in May. We don’t make

a big deal of SATSs at this age and children don’t usually notice much difference to normal work. Generally pupils
have a reading booklet, a maths’ booklet and some writing to do. The work done in a test format is only used to
support what teachers already know about your child by working with them all year. A disaster on one booklet due

to your child having a headache etc that day will not affect the outcomes that are awarded. Outcomes are given to
parents at the end of the school year.

It is therefore essential that Year 6, Year 1 and Year 2 children are in school during these weeks so any requests for
holiday/leave of absence during this period will not be authorised. If you need to attend a funeral or have an
unexpected emergency during this time please see me or ring school immediately. Thank you.
