Pupil Voice - RAG (Rights Action Group)
We have an active Rights Action Group who work hard to ensure children receive their rights. They also support them in understanding how some behaviour can stop others from enjoying their rights. 

They organise lunch and play charters, consult children and organise fundraising events, which are designed to support children locally, nationally and internationally. All children in our school get the opportunity to have their voices heard in termly drop in sessions to share their ideas for fundraising or how we can help others to receive their rights. 
We are also have a ‘Green Team’ who work hard to reduce, reuse and recycle resources in the school. 
Peer Mediators
Children other than the RAG group are also doing their bit to ensure all children receive their rights. Our Year 6 peer mediators have been trained to help children to solve any disagreements they may have in the playground.

Learning Walks 

On occasions our RAG will undertake ‘Learning Walks’. This will enable them to express their views on how the school is run and enable them to ensure that children can work in a ‘Rights Respecting’ environment.

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Article 28 – All Children have a right to a primary education.
This document reflects the UN Convention of the Rights of the Child (UNCRC)

The Convention is a human rights treaty that lays out specific children’s rights in international law. These rights define universal principles and standards for the status and treatment of children worldwide.  

The Rights Respecting Agenda

At the start of every year it is necessary to remind children of their rights and familiarise new children with the articles. 

Classroom Charters

Each classroom has a RRS Class Charter. This is agreed by the children and refers to the rights they are entitled to and the behaviour they should adopt so others can also enjoy their rights. 
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Rights Respecting Playtimes and Lunch Times 

All children in the school are consulted in what they think will further improve play and lunch times at school. Their thoughts are used by the RAG (Rights Action Group) to create play and lunch time charters. 

A Whole School Approach

To ensure that children are constantly learning about their rights, staff at our school ensure they: 

· Use charters to remind children about their rights and how they can help others to enjoy theirs.

· Use the vocabulary linked to RRSA (Rights Respecting Schools Agenda) to create a common language and a positive impact on behaviour.

· Link SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning) scheme of work to RRS articles and refer to them regularly in lessons 

· Link all assemblies to RRSA

· Link all policies / letters home to RRSA

· Link RRSA articles to displays of children’s work
· Dsiplay play and lunch charters are displayed for all children to see. 
· Display articles around the school where relevant.
